TERROIR

limestone. Exposition of the vines is South/South West with 

vines of 40 years old on average.  

 

VINIFICATION & AGEING 
100% Stainless steel tanks. Alcoholic fermentation at low 

temperature. No Malolactic fermentation.  

Late bottling for a natural enrichment thanks to the fine 

lees. 

 

TASTING NOTES 
“Crispy & Savory” 

Colour – Gold and bright color with pale-green hints. 

Nose – Flowery and fruity bouquet with citrus and 

herbaceous aromas like lemon, lemon peel and tomato 

leaf.  

Palate – Dry wine with citrus aromas of lemon, lime, very 

fresh and mineral finish, gooseberry aromas, bracing 

acidity and flinty-smoke flavors.
